Light  

The children will learn that light travels in a 

straight line. And that reflection is when light 

bounces off a surface this changes the direc-

tion in which the light travels.  

Whilst studying light the children will learn  that 

refraction is when light travels from air through 

water or glass and bends because light travels 

in straight lines, when there is an opaque ob-

ject blocking the light, a shadow is formed. 

These shadows have the same shape as the 

objects that cast them.  The children will also 

learn that depending on the light source and 

distance from the object the shadow will be 

larger or smaller.
